Itôs that time again! We are getting         

organised to run our popular Pathways      

to Prep program for term 3 and 4 2009. I 

have included a brief summary about the program and 

alert you to look at the flyer included in this weekôs POPS 

Paper. 
 

Pathways to Prep is an extended transition to school   

program and has been designed for children who are   

beginning school in 2010 and are developmentally ready 

to undertake an extended program as well as their regular 

pre school activities. It is designed specifically for those 

children who need that little extra in the second semester 

of the year prior to school entry and are demonstrating 

readiness for school. This program does not replace the 

annual transition to school program conducted by the 

school in term four. 
 

Program Content: The program will be conducted 

through a play based curriculum. Activities within the 

program will include songs, rhyme, poetry, music, stories, 

art and craft, games and physical and developmental play 

activities. The emphasis will be on participation and    

enjoyment and the activities will be structured according 

to the specific needs of the children.
