Reflections on Term One at POPS 
 

Well what a fabulous term one it has been, it seems as 

though it was only yesterday that we started the year! The 

term has been one of many achievements, not the least of 

those being the very settled and smooth beginning to the 

school year for our preps as well as all other year levels. 
 

The bushfires allowed our community to demonstrate their 

generosity and compassion for other Victorians. I was  proud 

of the fact that our community donated such a large amount 

of money but more importantly that the children were      

involved in collecting and giving to other children and  

learning about caring for those in more difficult situations 

than themselves. 
 

Much has been happening within the area of facilities with 

the release of information about possible Federal resources 

and this has meant we have had to work quickly to apply for 

this funding, the decisions about the funding will be known  

at the end of April. 
 

As I have moved in and out of classes throughout the term I 

have been pleased to see and hear children engaged in their 

learning and articulating not only what they are doing but in 

many cases the purpose of the activities they are involved 

in. ñBeing presentò, and totally involved in the activity of 

the moment is an essential condition for learning and can be 

difficult to master but is one which we continue to work at 

developing in our students. It certainly is a focus for me in 

my work and I endeavour to ñbe presentò at all times. 
 

Term two is shaping up to be another busy and fulfilling 

term with a number of exciting learning activities. We have 

NAPLAN testing in early May for all children in years three 

and five, Education Week from May 18-22 including our 

Italian Day on Wednesday 20 as well our normal classroom 

programs.

As part of our Emergency Management strategies each year 

we review our school Displan. This plan requires us to   

practise both evacuating and locking down the school which 

we do on a regular basis. One area which has been high-

lighted through the review, which we have not complied 

with as strictly as we would like to, is to have all volunteers 

registered as being in the school. All visitors to the school 

are required to sign in and out in the Visitors Book at the 

office so that in the event of an emergency evacuation we 

are able to account for everyone. I know our classroom 

helpers often go straight to the classroom with their        

children, so next term to ensure that all volunteers are 

signed in at the school, class teachers will have a sign in 

roster for parent helpers.

GENERAL INFORMATION:  
 

¶ The program provides care for children from Prep 

to Grade 6. 

¶ Only full day care is available. There is a maximum 

of 30 places per day. 

¶ Please dress children appropriately ï shoes with 

closed in toes, tops with sleeves, and with a sun hat. 

¶ Children need to bring morning and afternoon tea, 

lunch, and a water bottle. 

¶ Children must be signed in on arrival and signed 

out when collected by an authorised person. 

¶ Children need to take responsibility for any toys etc 

they bring to the program. Time periods will be set 

aside when children can use their electronic games.  

At other times they should be stored in bags. 

¶ Each day will have indoor and outdoor activities, 

and children will need to be sun smart to go out-

side. 
 

BOOKINGS:  
 

¶ Bookings accepted now, and must be confirmed 

with payment. 

¶ Cost is $35 a day. This can be reduced considerably 

with CCB. 

¶ Casual bookings can be accepted if there are still 

vacancies. 

¶ Absences:  there  is  no  refund for  booked days 

missed unless you have a medical certificate. If 

children are absent you may switch to another day 

within this program if places are available. 

¶ Please notify any absences before 9.00am
